During the past few weeks Bishop and I have been in a Kingdom focused vein.  Jesus declared 

that the kingdom of God is at hand, meaning here with us now.  It has arrived.  This kingdom is 

ushered inside by the presence, power and person of Jesus.  Righteousness, peace and joy in the 

Holy Ghost is this kingdom.  Our focus, for the past few weeks, has not been so much about the 

kingdom of God here and now - but the literal, physical Kingdom to come.  This future Kingdom 

is where Jesus’ throne will remain in the earth forever and ever in Jerusalem.   

This review started with two dreams that Bishops Sims had.  In brief the first one, showed him in 

a Euroclydon battle.  In reality, he was in much pain and seemingly near death.  In the dream, 

there was great mayhem – violence and killing.  He could see the brass on some of the soldiers.  

In the midst of the battle, he floated about 65 to 70 feet up off the ground.  He was standing on 

top of the battle looking down on it.  Our battles really belong to the Lord.  When we stand in 

Him, we can stand and see His salvation demonstrated in our lives every time.  

We can walk on water if Jesus bids us to do so and we believe it.  We can defy gravity and fly 

Volkswagens and graduate to flying semis.  These were dreams that I had in the ‘80s during 

some critical times in our lives.  The dreams were significant of the victory that was ours.  We 

dream a lot.  Our children dream a lot and now the grand babies are starting to dream.  Joel 2:28 

is true.  And it shall come to pass afterward, that I will pour out my spirit upon all flesh; and 

your sons and your daughters shall prophesy, your old men shall dream dreams, your young 

men shall see visions. 

The next week, Bishop had another dream.  In it, the Lord told him to tell everybody to get ready 

because ARMAGEDDON IS COMING, ARMAGEDDON IS COMING.  He did that for 

many months and many would not believe him.  Finally, the day arrived.  Noah preached for 120 

years concerning the rain and no one believed him either, but the rain came and so did the flood.   
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A balancing act is required for us to occupy until He comes and yet keep our eyes on the prize.   

Hebrews 3:
13

Brethren,…reaching forth unto those things which are before, 
14

I press toward the 

mark for the prize of the high calling of God in Christ Jesus.  Life is a press; but it is less 

pressure if we press into His Presence. Jesus said in John 16: 
33,

"I have told you these things, so 

that in me you may have peace. In this world you will have trouble. But take heart! I have 

overcome the world." 

Like it or not, we have to face the fact that we are at war.  Sometimes we have to be in 
the trenches with our battle buddies.  Sometimes we have to be on the front line.   Other 
times, we have to engage in individual hand-to-hand combat through fasting and 
prayer.   

There are times that I would like to physically punch Satan out, but the sword, the word 
of God punches him out and cuts him up.  Hebrews 4:12For the word of God is living and 
powerful.  Sharper than any double-edged sword, it penetrates even to dividing soul and spirit, 
joints and marrow; it judges the thoughts and attitudes (intents) of the heart.      

We can‟t stick our heads in the sand like the ostrich when danger approaches and think 
that because we can‟t see anything that nothing or anyone can see us.  The ostrich 
mentality says that he‟s safe because he can‟t see any harm, dangers, failures, 
frustrations, temptations, trials, tribulations, etcetera when he buries his head in the 
sand.  Burying your head doesn‟t make any adversity go away.  Feeling sorry for 
yourself doesn‟t make it go away either.  I‟ve tried that too.  The only one that will show 
up at your pity party is Satan.  He loves them.  But he‟s the worst company imaginable.  
Jesus only comes to praise parties.  In fact, our praise invites Him and then He inhabits 
that same praise.  What more can we ask?  Without asking, praise defeats the enemy in 
your life and strengthens your spirit automatically.   

We must learn how to take a pro-active approach just as David did when confronted 
with tribulations and trials.   Faith is great expectation.  One of my favorite definitions 
of expect is realizing something in advance and taking steps to meet it.  When I read 
that definition more than ten years ago, I immediately saw David.  He loaded his guns 
(sling shot and stones) as he ran towards Goliath, a false prophet.  David decreed that 
he would take the head of the enemy.  The same God that delivered him from the bear 
and the lion was WELL able to deliver him from this uncircumcised GIANT.  We must 
rehearse our past victories and encourage ourselves with God‟s word - just like David 
did. 

I believe that if we stay focused on the new Kingdom to come, we will not have as 
much trouble staying true to Jesus, the work of the ministry, our wives, husbands, or 
whatever.  Sin becomes less appealing to us because we are focused more on kingdom 
business.   Bishop said, “It will ignite holiness and a greater thirst for the word of God.  
The woman at the well was going around in circles like we do; she was lugging the 
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same old bucket at the same old well - until she heard about something better and 
greater in the person of Jesus.” 

In the mid seventies, while stationed in Augsburg, Germany, we started studying Bible 
and end time prophecy.  It gave us a greater since of the wanna bes and the want tos – 
„cause we don‟t wanna be in the smoking section in the hereafter and we want to spend 
eternity with Jesus.  That‟s where our determination lies – come hell or high water.  
We‟re not driven by fear of death.  Our salvation is secure in Him.  We‟re driven by the 
reverential fear because of Who He is, the ALMIGHTY!    

The past few weeks, we have received phone calls from saints in various parts of the country.  

Their concerns have helped to confirm this periodical that you are reading presently.  It started as 

a simple e-mail, but grew into a periodical.  Questions have been asked to us about things that we 

are all witnessing in the world today:  tsunamis, hurricanes, mudslides, earthquakes, floods, snow 

in all 50 states, the failing economy, violence and the rise of evil, witchcraft, the occult – you 

name it.  Listening to the news or reading the paper is like reading Matthew 24:
 4

Jesus 

answered: "Watch out that no one deceives you. 
5
For many will come in my name, claiming, 'I 

am the Christ,' and will deceive many. 
6
You will hear of wars and rumors of wars, but see to it 

that you are not alarmed. Such things must happen, but the end is still to come. 
7
Nation will rise 

against nation, and kingdom against kingdom. There will be famines and earthquakes in various 

places. 
8
All these are the beginning of birth pains.   

9
"Then you will be handed over to be 

persecuted and put to death, and you will be hated by all nations because of me. 
10

At that time 

many will turn away from the faith and will betray and hate each other, 
11

and many false 

prophets will appear and deceive many people. 
12

Because of the increase of wickedness, the love 

of most will grow cold, 
13

but he who stands firm to the end will be saved. 
14

And this gospel of the 

kingdom will be preached in the whole world as a testimony to all nations, and then the end will 

come.  

The good news is:  it does get better.  The bad news:  it will get worse, before it gets 
better. This fact does not give us the right to a nonchalant attitude, however.   We still 
have a responsibility to prayer, supplication, intercession and warfare.  Occupy until 
Jesus comes or rather comes back.     

Sometimes Bible prophecy is like the colors of the rainbow.  It can be difficult to tell 
where one part ends and the other begin.  When we seek the word like hidden treasure, 
as Proverbs 2:4 encourages us to, mysteries are opened up to us.  Some parts of biblical   
prophecy have been fulfilled, but much is yet to be fulfilled.  It can be confusing trying 
to differentiate between the first advent, the second advent, the rapture, the tribulation, 
the millennium and the different judgments.  You will discover that the more you study 
the word of God, the more you understand about it.  We are seeing Bible prophecy 
being fulfilled before our very eyes – even the unsaved are talking about it.  There are 
also those who are the ones fulfilling it and are clueless.  This is a grand opportunity for 
us to share Jesus.  Don‟t miss your divine appointments.     
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End Times Terminology and Supporting Scriptures 

An advent is the coming or arrival of something extremely important. 

The first advent of Christ has already taken place.  He was conceived of the Holy Ghost and  

born of the virgin, Mary.   

The rapture, though, never mentioned in the Bible means the great snatching away of the saints 

mentioned in the scriptures.  Rapture means caught up.  I Thessalonians 4:
16

For the Lord 

himself will come down from heaven, with a loud command, with the voice of the archangel and 

with the trumpet call of God, and the dead in Christ will rise first. 
17

After that, we who are still 

alive and are left will be caught up together with them in the clouds to meet the Lord in the air. 

And so we will be with the Lord forever. 
18

Therefore encourage each other with these words .  

The judgment seat of Christ is where the raptured Saints in heaven are being judged 
and receiving rewards for our deeds on earth.   The Church will also be celebrating the 
Marriage Supper of the Lamb that Jesus spoke about in Revelation 19:9 while the 
Tribulation is taking place on earth.   

The tribulation will be the greatest time of trouble the entire world has ever known.  Events 

taking place now will seem like a walk in the park.  The tribulation is the last seven years known 

as the time of Jacob’s trouble (Israel).  During this time, the Anti-Christ will be manifested and 

no one will be able to buy, sell or trade without the mark of the beast (666).  When the mark is 

taken, it seals your doom.   

The Great Tribulation is the latter three and one half years of the seven year tribulation period.   

We are pre-tribulationists.  That simply means that we believe the church will be raptured from 

the earth before the tribulation begins.  Two foundational scriptures that we base this belief on 

are Revelation 4:1 and 2 Thessalonians 2:7-8 For the mystery of iniquity doth already work: 

only he (the Church) who now letteth will let, until he be taken out of the way.  And then shall 

that Wicked (Anti-Christ) be revealed, whom the Lord shall consume with the spirit of his 

mouth, and shall destroy with the brightness of his coming:  (This refers to the second advent – 

when His feet touch down on Mt. Olive.) 

Many will turn to the Lord and many will return to the Lord after witnessing the 
rapture.  During this greatest period of trouble the world has ever known, many 
Christians will die a martyr‟s death.  Though these were not raptured with the Church, 
they will still be part of the first resurrection, the second half.   

Armageddon is the greatest war that the world will ever experience.  The blood will run as high 

as a horse’s bridle for approximately 200 miles.  Revelation 14:
20

They were trampled in the 

winepress outside the city, and blood flowed out of the press, rising as high as the horses' bridles 
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for a distance of a thousand and six hundred furlongs.  (That is about 180 miles or 300 

kilometers.) 

The Rider on the White Horse 

Revelation 19: 11I saw heaven standing open and there before me was a white horse, 
whose rider is called Faithful and True. With justice he judges and makes war. 12His 
eyes are like blazing fire, and on his head are many crowns. He has a name written on 
him that no one knows but he himself. 13He is dressed in a robe dipped in blood, and 
his name is the Word of God. 14The armies of heaven were following him, riding on 

white horses and dressed in fine linen, white and clean. 15Out of his mouth comes a 
sharp sword with which to strike down the nations. "He will rule them with an iron 
scepter.  He treads the winepress of the fury of the wrath of God Almighty. 16On his 
robe and on his thigh he has this name written:   KING OF KINGS AND LORD OF 
LORDS.  

 
19

Then I saw the beast and the kings of the earth and their armies gathered together to make war 

against the rider on the horse and his army. 
20

But the beast was captured, and with him the false 

prophet who had performed the miraculous signs on his behalf. With these signs he had deluded 

those who had received the mark of the beast and worshiped his image. The two of them were 

thrown alive into the fiery lake of burning sulfur. 
21

The rest of them were killed with the sword 

that came out of the mouth of the rider on the horse, and all the birds gorged themselves on their 

flesh.  (The nations gathered at Armageddon will turn from fighting each other to join 

together to war against Jesus and the returning saints.)  Jesus speaks (the sword of his 

mouth) and it’s over.  That’s the extent of our battle.  That’s really the extent of our battle 

now.   

THE UNHOLY TRINITY (Satan, the Anti-Christ and the false prophet) is GOING DOWN!!! 

 The great Euphrates River is drying up now so that China‟s vast Army (200 million 
men) will be able to cross with ease.  Revelation 9:13The sixth angel sounded his trumpet, and I 
heard a voice coming from the horns of the golden altar that is before God. 14It said to the sixth angel who 
had the trumpet, "Release the four angels who are bound at the great river Euphrates." 15And the four 
angels who had been kept ready for this very hour and day and month and year were released to kill a 
third of mankind. 16The number of the mounted troops was two hundred million. I heard their 
number.   

 It is at the end of Armageddon in the (Valley of Megiddo) that Jesus and the raptured 
Saints return to planet earth on the white horses.  Many biblical scholars call it World 
War III or the Last World War.   I know this sounds like something out of a science 
fiction movie.  The difference is this is all true.  

millennium – span of one thousand years 
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The millennial reign is one of holiness.  It is the thousand year reign of Christ and the 
saints on earth after the battle of Armageddon is over.  

 Revelation 20: 
4
I saw thrones on which were seated those who had been given authority to judge. And I 

saw the souls of those who had been beheaded because of their testimony for Jesus and because of the 

word of God. They had not worshiped the beast or his image and had not received his mark on their 

foreheads or their hands. They came to life and reigned with Christ a thousand years. 

 
During the millennium, Satan will be bound for a thousand years.   
 
 1And I saw an angel coming down out of heaven, having the key to the Abyss and holding in his hand a 
great chain. 2He seized the dragon, that ancient serpent, who is the devil, or Satan, and bound him for a 
thousand years. 3He threw him into the Abyss, and locked and sealed it over him, to keep him from 
deceiving the nations anymore until the thousand years were ended. After that, he must be set free for a 
short time. 

 
The second advent will take place when Jesus sets his feet down on the Mount of 
Olives again.  The raptured church will be with Him.   

Zechariah 14:3 Then the LORD will go out and fight against those nations, as he fights in the 
day of battle. 4 On that day his feet will stand on the Mount of Olives, east of Jerusalem, and the 
Mount of Olives will be split in two from east to west, forming a great valley, with half of the 
mountain moving north and half moving south. 5 You will flee by my mountain valley, for it will 
extend to Azel. You will flee as you fled from the earthquake in the days of Uzziah king of Judah. 
Then the LORD my God will come, and all the holy ones with him.   

9
 The LORD will be king over the whole earth. On that day there will be one LORD, and his 

name the only name. 

 Daniel 7:
13

 "In my vision at night I looked, and there before me was one like a son of man, 

(Jesus) coming with the clouds of heaven. He approached the Ancient of Days (The Father) and 

was led into his presence. 
14

 He was given authority, glory and sovereign power; all peoples, 

nations and men of every language worshiped him. His dominion is an everlasting dominion 

that will not pass away, and his kingdom is one that will never be destroyed. 

Isaiah 29 (New International Version) 

13
 The Lord says: These people come near to me with their mouth and honor me with their lips, 

but their hearts are far from me.  Their worship of me is made up only of rules taught by men.    

15
 Woe to those who go to great depth to hide their plans from the LORD, who do their 

work in darkness and think, Who sees us? Who will know?   
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20
 The ruthless will vanish, the mockers will disappear, and all who have an eye for evil will 

be cut down.   

 
21

 those who with a word make a man out to be guilty, who ensnare the defender in court  

 and with false testimony deprive the innocent of justice.  

24
 Those who are wayward in spirit will gain understanding; those who complain will                                    

accept instruction. 

JUDGEMENTS 
There will be separate judgments for different groups.  The wicked will not be judged 
with the righteous.  
Psalms 1:5 Therefore the wicked will not stand in the judgment, nor sinners in the assembly of 
the righteous. 

More judgments to take place are for individual Gentiles, judgment of fallen angels 
(demons), the Great White Throne judgment, and Israel‟s (the Jews) judgment.    

 Daniel 7:
 9

 As I looked, thrones were set in place, and the Ancient of Days took his seat.  His 

clothing was as white as snow;  the hair of his head was white like wool. His throne was flaming 

with fire and its wheels were all ablaze.  

 
10

 A river of fire was flowing, coming out from before him. Thousands upon thousands 

attended him;  ten thousand times ten thousand stood before him. The court was seated, and the 

books were opened.  (This speaks of the Great White Throne judgment.  These are all part 

of the second resurrection.  You WANT to be in the first resurrection.)   

21
 As I watched, this horn was waging war against the saints and 

defeating them, 
22

 until the Ancient of Days came and pronounced 

judgment in favor of the saints of the Most High, and the time came 

when they possessed the kingdom.  

 
23

 "He gave me this explanation: 'The fourth beast is a fourth kingdom that will appear on earth. 

It will be different from all the other kingdoms and will devour the whole earth, trampling it 

down and crushing it. 
24

 The ten horns are ten kings who will come from this kingdom. After 

them another king will arise, different from the earlier ones; he will subdue three kings. 
25

 He 

will speak against the Most High and oppress his saints and try to change the set times and 

the laws. The saints will be handed over to him for a time, times and half a time.  

 
(Time, times and a half time is the last 3-1/2 years of the tribulation, the Great Tribulation.
